This is a letter of medical necessity for ####  who is a 5-year old student with a diagnosis of Spastic Quadriparesis, which is a chronic neuromuscular disorder.   #### has a history of orthopedic surgery for her right dislocated hip, a shelf arthroplasty. At the present time #### is scheduled to have surgery for her left hip, which is severely subluxed due to a shallow acetabulum.  #### has diffuse osteopenia.  She wears solid ankle AFOs at school when standing in a fully supported standing table.  She is currently enrolled in a Primary I SXI classroom at Fox Hills Schools in Bloomfield Hills.  Fox Hills is a satellite classroom for the Wing Lake Developmental Center.  The following is justification for a Leckey Contour Advance Seat (size 2).

Physical Status/Functional Limitations:

#### demonstrates abnormal muscle tone with limited voluntary movement of her extremities. #### receives botox for muscle tone management as needed.   Her trunk strength is poor and head control requires full support to maintain upright posture.  #### requires full support to maintain upright sitting posture for feeding or table activities.  ####s balance reactions are poor.  #### does not have any form of independent mobility.  #### is using a custom seating system in her stroller.  This seating system in her stroller no longer gives her enough support considering ####s growth,  abnormal muscle tone and limited motor control.   

JUSTIFICATION OF LECKEY CONTOUR ADVANCE SEAT:

The Leckey Contour Advance Chair will provide #### with an opportunity to be in a properly aligned seated position in her home environment.  ####’s muscle tone does not allow her to sit without full support.  The Leckey chair has the wonderful feature of allowing the chair to be positioned at multiple levels from the ground level, to be close to her siblings during play time, to the height of a high chair appropriate for kitchen table mealtime with her family.  This chair will enhance her cognitive and emotional development by  allowing her to feel safe in her environment, allowing her to be close to the activities of her siblings as well as allowing her to use the muscle control she has when placed in an appropriately supported position.  

Due to ####’s severe motor disability we have not been able to find another chair that gives her the support she needs and the access to her environment that she needs to best support her young development.  Commercial chairs do not offer near enough support for #### and this is the only chair on the market that I am aware of that goes up and down in conjunction with the tilt/recline features.  The tilt and recline feature allows #### to be positioned appropriately and then reclined to take pressure off of her femurs and ischiums.  The tilt in space feature also allows the chair to be adjusted to accommodate ####’s decreased head and trunk control.  The Size 2 Leckey fits #### at it’s smallest setting and will therefore  it will be able to be fully used  for its maximum growth. The following is an item description and justification of the requested seating system:

Side Seat Pads:

· Necessary to provide pelvic and Lower Extremity support for proper positioning

· Width, depth, and angle adjustable

Flexi Lateral Trunk Supports:

· To provide lateral trunk control, stability, and proper postural alignment
· Height and width adjustable 
Pommel

· Due to lower extremity extensor tone a pommel assists with proper positioning due to a scissoring pattern of the lower extremities.
Multi-adjustable contoured headrest:

· To properly position/support the head and neck
· Necessary when the seat is in a tilted position
Activity Tray:

· To Facilitate trunk extension and upper extremity support/forearm propping
· To help with interaction with toy and participate in tabletop activities. 
Sandals: (shoe holders)

· To properly position and maintain the position of the feet

· To prevent injury

1” sandal raiser

· Allows #### to use the size 2 chair which is appropriate for all other measurements.  This raiser will accommodate for her short legs.
I feel that the Leckey Advanced Contour Seat will prove effective in assisting ####’s physical, emotional, and social wellbeing.  It is a safe and functional alternative to her stroller.  Thank you for your time and consideration with this request.
